1. Impart faith to your children. 

2 Timothy 1:5 “when I call to remembrance 
the genuine faith that is in you, which dwelt 
first in your grandmother Lois and your 
mother Eunice, and I am persuaded is in 

you also. 


Acts 16:1 “Then he (Paul) came to Derbe 
and Lystra. And behold, a certain disciple 
was there, named Timothy, the son of a 



certain Jewish woman who believed, but 
his father was Greek.”


Teach the Bible stories to your children.


2. Be relentless in prayer! 

1 Thessalonians 5:18 “in everything give 
thanks; for this is the will of God in Christ 
Jesus for you.”


Acts 16:31 “Believe in the Lord Jesus and 
you will be saved, along with everyone in 
your household.”


John 5:14-15 This is the confidence we 
have in approaching God: that if we ask 
anything according to his will, he hears us. 
And since we know he hears us when we 
make our requests, we also know that he 
will give us what we ask for.




Luke 18:1-8 “Then He spoke a parable to 
them, that men always ought to pray and 
not lose heart, saying: “There was in a 
certain city a judge who did not fear God 
nor regard man. Now there was a widow in 
that city; and she came to him, saying, ‘Get 
justice for me from my adversary.’ And he 
would not for a while; but afterward he said 
within himself, ‘Though I do not fear God 
nor regard man, yet because this widow 
troubles me I will avenge her, lest by her 
continual coming she weary me.’ ” Then 
the Lord said, “Hear what the unjust judge 
said. And shall God not avenge His own 
elect who cry out day and night to Him, 
though He bears long with them? I tell you 
that He will avenge them speedily. 
Nevertheless, when the Son of Man comes, 
will He really find faith on the earth?”


You have been empowered with influence 
to stand in that place of prayer. 




3. Partner with HIM! 

Jeremiah 29:11 “For I know the thoughts 
that I think toward you, says the Lord, 
thoughts of peace and not of evil, to give 
you a future and a hope.”


Isaiah 55:8-9 ““For My thoughts are not 
your thoughts, Nor are your ways My 
ways,” says the Lord. “For as the heavens 
are higher than the earth, So are My ways 
higher than your ways, And My thoughts 
than your thoughts.”


Psalms 138:17 “How precious also are 
Your thoughts to me, O God! How great is 
the sum of them!”


God wants Parents to Partner with HIM!


3. Never come into agreement with a lie! 



If it doesn’t line up with the doctrine of faith 
reject it!


John 8:44 “You are of your father the devil, 
and the desires of your father you want to 
do. He was a murderer from the beginning, 
and does not stand in the truth, because 
there is no truth in him. When he speaks a 
lie, he speaks from his own resources, for 
he is a liar and the father of it.”


Never get in agreement with a lie.


Joshua 24:15 But as for me and my house, 
we will serve the Lord.””


4. Prophesy  

Speak Life over Your Child




Proverbs 18:21 “Death and life are in the 
power of the tongue, And those who love it 
will eat its fruit.”


Call them what God calls them.

Call them blessed!


Prophesy with your words but also 
prophesy with your life.


Model FAITH for them! 

Live the life of Christ in front of your kids.


2 Timothy 3:14-15  “But you must continue 
in the things which you have learned and 
been assured of, knowing from whom you 
have learned them, and that from 
childhood you have known the Holy 
Scriptures, which are able to make you 
wise for salvation through faith which is in 

Christ Jesus.”
